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ministry grant program

This was truly a year like no other as we saw so many
aspects of life upended by the pandemic. Congregations
reacted with grace and creativity — and the Foundation
grant program assisted congregations to re-tool

for online worship and to better serve the needs of
surrounding communities.

In the midst of the initial shutdown, the Foundation
added a special Covid emergency grant application
period during the month of May to supplement the usual
April and October grant cycles.

The Foundation was particularly pleased to coordinate
its Covid grant funding with additional special grant
funding released by the MOAC Office of Congregational
Excellence. The Conference provided $199,000 to 111
churches specifically for technology, and 29 of those
projects received coordinated support from both the
Conference and the Foundation.

ministry - C2FM

meeting the match and making a difference
for missouri pastors and churches

It is hard to believe that only five years ago your
Foundation was starting from scratch to create a new
program in support of pastors and congregations. The Lilly
Endowment of Indianapolis provided the initial grant of

$1 million as part of its national initiative to address the
financial health and well-being of pastors.

The Foundation called its program C2FM and under the
leadership of its first director, Chris Bouchard, it began to
offer education, personal coaching, and direct aid to all
active pastors in the Missouri Conference. Fast-forward
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to 2020 when —in spite of the pandemic — some major

milestones were achieved:

e In August, Chris passed the baton to a new C2FM director,
Rev. Mark Struckhoff. As the former director of Rainbow
Network and the Ozarks Council of Churches, Mark brings a
host of new talents and experiences to the program. Chris
remains as the Associate Director focusing most of his

energies on coaching.

» The Lilly fundraising challenge was completed. Half of the
original grant had to be matched in order for it to be used
for direct aid to clergy. The Foundation “Meet the Match”
campaign goal of $500,000 was finally reached in early
2021 with the completion of 2020 gifts, grants and pledges
of about $65,000. Mark led the final push with outstanding
leadership from the Foundation board of trustees, individual
donors, and congregations across the state.

Foundation scholarship funds celebrate life, love, and faith across
the generations. Many scholarships bear the name or names of
donors, or are memorials created by loved ones to serve as lasting
and inspiring legacies. Each award benefits student members

of local Missouri UM churches who are pursuing post-secondary
education either as an undergraduate or as a seminary student.

Fellows are usually early-career pastors whose
personal strengths and interests are a good fit for

one of Missouri's larger congregations. The host
congregation plays a vital part in mentoring the
Fellow in all aspects of local church ministries and
operations. The goal of the fellowship is to prepare the
participants to lead in Missouri's new church plants
and/or larger established congregations, and that goal

is already being realized.
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The program is a partnership between the MOAC

Centers for Leadership and Congregational Excellence,
the Foundation, and the local host congregations. About
65% of the salary and benefits package for each Fellow is
paid equally by the Conference and the Foundation over
the two-year fellowship. The remainder is paid by the
host congregation.

Two fellows are selected each year for a two-year residency.
Interested pastors and prospective host churches should
contact the MOAC Office of Leadership Excellence for
more information.

cole summer internships

INn the summer of 2020, two Missouri students who are
currently enrolled in seminary served internships at two
Missouri churches. Marie Griffin is a student at Eden

new for 2021
year-round stewardship learning project

Moving a church from a culture of scarcity to a culture of
generosity is the goal of the Foundation’s Year-Round Stewardship
Learning Project. Starting in January of this year, 19 church “teams”
gathered in four cohorts to begin monthly learning sessions. Each
session is facilitated by Foundation Development Director Laura
Murphy and encourages open discussion around a specific topic
—the basics of stewardship; how prayer impacts stewardship; how
to make the offering an act of worship; budgeting around the
church's mission: thanking donors; legacy giving plans; personal
finance classes, and more! Between meetings, participants try

to put what they have learned into practice and bring those
experiences back to the discussion. Participants learn from each
other and support one another in discovering healthier and more
effective financial practices. Cohorts will continue to meet through
December of 2021. New cohorts will begin in January 2022.
