The Foundation's Clergy & Church Financial Ministry —
C2FM — continued its outstanding service under the able
leadership of Rev. Mark Struckhoff. The call to pastoral
ministry is a special journey and C2FM offers educational
programming, personal financial coaching, and financial
grants to pastors — as sustenance, affirmation, and
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encouragement along the way. An unexpected blessing
was C2FM's receipt of a third Lilly Endowment grant
specifically to address the needs of pastors impacted by
the pandemic.

On a path of a different sort, Foundation total assets
climbed to new heights topping $130 million for

the first time. This reflects the generosity of donors,
the stewardship of congregational leaders, and the
disciplined oversight of the outstanding Foundation
Investment Committee, staff, and professional
consultants.

We could not ask for finer companions on every journey
than the amazing members of the Foundation Board of
Trustees. They give freely of their time, wisdom, talents,
and treasure to lead and promote the Foundation as a
vital ministry to our churches. They truly embody the
Wesleyan ideals of faith and service.

Of course, we travel ever onward, and this Annual
Review is simply a brief opportunity to pause, take a few
snapshots, share a few memories, and take stock of the
road ahead. Last year | mused that the new Foundation
logo was reminiscent of a church window. This year the
lines may seem to suggest a crossroads — both a point of
connection and a possible point of departure.



As the poet Robert Frost noted, when roads diverge we cannot travel more than one. But
travel on we must — with humility, hope and love — and the abiding faith that God sees a
much larger picture.

The Foundation Ministry Grant program plants seeds each
year in churches across our state. Starting a new worship
service or outreach ministry? Adapting an existing ministry
for a changing neighborhood? Hosting a special event

Think about how a Foundation
Ministry Grant might not only help — but also be an
encouragement for the hard work of volunteers and an
incentive for greater support within the congregation.

Most Foundation grants are between $500 and $5,000,
with a few larger grants from time to time, but rarely
exceeding $15,000.

“Our purpose is serving pastors”

The year 2021 marked C2FM's sixth year of service
improving financial literacy, leadership, discipleship, and
ministry for Missouri clergy and congregations. The work
was born and continues to thrive thanks to start-up Lilly
Endowment grants of over $1.6 million to build up and
strengthen the financial wellbeing of pastors. Generous
supporters across Missouri have added over $500,000 to
the total.

The global pandemic certainly put a fresh focus on
personal and financial wellbeing! The pandemic also
prompted a strategic response from the Lilly Endowment
to offer supplemental grants aimed at supporting pastors
impacted by the pandemic. C2FM celebrated receiving

an additional $250,000 grant in December 2021, with a
challenge to raise $250,000 to be matched by the Lilly
Endowment. By the end of 2023, C2FM will have generated
nearly $3 million in services and direct financial aid for our
clergy and their families.

Other milestones in 2021 include:

« C2FM has partnered with Your Money Line, allowing FREE
access to financial problem-solving resources and financial
professionals for every United Methodist pastor (and family)
in Missouri.

« A new resource, Saving Grace: A Guide to Financial
Wellbeing, was released by Cokesbury and pilot courses
offered by C2FM for pastors and lay leaders have been
enthusiastically received and well attended.

The host
congregation plays a vital part in mentoring the
Fellow in all aspects of local church ministries and
operations. The goal of the fellowship is to prepare the
participants to lead in Missouri's new church plants
and/or larger established congregations, and that goal
is already being realized.
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The program is a partnership between the MOAC

Centers for Leadership and Congregational Excellence,
the Foundation, and the local host congregations. The
cost of the compensation package for each Fellow is
shared by the Conference, the Foundation, and the host
church over the two-year fellowship.

Two fellows are selected each year for a two-year residency.

mother, and friend. As she states, “God admonished King
Hezekiah long ago to put his house in order —and the
King still procrastinated! We are just trying to walk with
folks and help them discover the real joy, satisfaction,

and meaningful legacies that can flow from this sort of

planning and organization.”
