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grant stories:
reinventing confirmation class
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Remember Ms. Frizzle and her Magic
School Bus? The cartoon classic took an
intrepid teacher and her class of students
on fantastical field trips to learn about the
world first-hand.

Susan A. Smith, Associate Pastor at First
UMC in Warrensburg lacks the frizzy

red hair, but she had a similar vision for
engaging with students and revitalizing the
confirmation class.

“The pandemic disrupted all aspects of
church life,” states Smith. But she also
knew that students and the community
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context had changed over the last 20 years.
“Confirmation class needs more than a
student workbook and lesson times.”

So, in addition to new curriculum and more
family- and school-friendly scheduling,
Smith and her team planned two major field
trips. They did not have a Magic School Bus,
but they decided to apply to the Missouri

UM Foundation for a grant that might help
add a little bit of pixie dust to their plans.

“The Foundation grant helped cover the cost
of hiring a charter bus, admission tickets,
and meals,” recounts Smith. “We planned

one trip to a special exhibit on the Holocaust

at Union Station in Kansas City and a second
trip to the Conception Abbey in northwest
Missouri.

In addition to the students, lots of church
members of all ages participated in the trips.
‘It was a great opportunity to establish
multigenerational connections within
the church family,” explains Smith. The
group got to wander through interesting
places and then process what they learned
together.

The bus became a rolling classroom with
discussion and videos describing the
destinations on the trip out, and guided
reflections on the return trip. Reflecting on
the Holocaust exhibit one student noted
that, “This trip provided me with so much
gratitude about everyday life that | didn’t
have before.” Another student observed,
“Faith was the only thing they (the Jewish
victims) could rely on, and it was the only
thing keeping their focus on the future..”

At the Conception Abbey where forty monks
live and work, students walked the stations
of the cross and were able to experience a
Mass for the Dead in memory of one of the

monks who recently died at the age of 96.
After the monks' brief luncheon devotional
time (‘daily office’), Father Thomas, a
medieval historian, shared about the art of
the basilica (sanctuary) and the history of
the abbey.

Asked to reflect on whether they could live
like the monks, one student observed, “No,
| don't think | could be that serious all the
time...” Comparing the lives of the monks
with how we live our own faith, another
student noted, “It makes me see that |
maybe should put a little more effort [into
my faith].”

A bonus on the drive home was a side
trip to a Mormon historical site called Far
West. The group learned about the early
settlement history and the persecution of
the Mormons by non-Mormon neighbors.

Smith is enthusiastic. “The foundation grant
Mmade it possible to create these immersion
experiences in a setting that encouraged
the youth to interact with other generations
of the church family... We had our middle
schoolers, young professionals, parents, and
retirees all together.” Smith and her team
are already looking forward to next year —

and a new rolling adventure.

Since 2016, more than 125 pastors and

their families have received grants from

the foundation’s C2FM program totaling
more than $680,000.

important deadline for public service loan
forgiveness (PSLF) — october 31, 2022

As of last year, pastors and other employees of
congregations can be eligible for the federal
Public Service Loan Forgiveness program. The
PSLF encourages students with federal student
loan debt to enter public service careers like
firefighting, teaching, government, nursing,
public interest law, the military —and church
work!

Also beginning last year, the US Education
Department began overhauling the program
—including a one-year waiver of some of the
burdensome provisions. This waiver gives folks
who might not have qualified a chance to get
qualified for the program. The waiver period
ends October 31, 2022.
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All active Missouri UM pastors and their
families have free access to Your Money Line
(paid for by C2FM).
